This is a painting of a Hero.  She served in the 
Army during the Desert Storm Battle. She was an 
MP and trained German Sheppard dogs.  Cyndi and 
her driver went out on the battle field to rescue two 
wounded soldiers.  Her truck was hit by the 
enemy and she was injured badly with a head injury 
among other injuries.  She was pronounced dead 
and put in a body bag to be sent home along with 
some wounded soldiers.  One of the soldiers on the 
plane noticed some movement in one of the body 
bags.  He was told that this was just the body 
decomposing.  However, the soldier kept his eye 
upon the bag and once the movement became more 
vigorous, he took his knife and cut the body bag 
open.  Cyndi was alive!                She had to learn to 
sit up, walk, talk, eat, swallow and all the other 
things we take for granted.  She attributes the fact 
that 16 years later, the Xango juice (made from the 
mangosteen fruit) that she had been drinking 
enabled her sense of taste and smell to come back.                                               
This painting is entitled "Serving Proudly".  All 
Cyndi's pictures and possessions were in storage.  
As she had no memory of the past, all her pictures 
and furniture were either destroyed or sold.  She 
expressed a desire to have a picture of her in her 
uniform with her dog.  Therefore, I put all the 
attached pictures together and helped to make her 
dream come true.  I feel very honored to present this 
painting to her........ Indeed a great hero!  Cyndi, 
thank you for fighting for our freedom and risking 
your life to save others. GOD BLESS YOU AND 
GOD BLESS AMERICA.
